EALs and MSAs
(13 Oct 17)

Entry Authorization Lists (EALs) should be coordinated 5-7 business days prior the event (or first day of a multi-day event) held on an Air Force Installation.  Each installation has unique requirements.  Project officers need to ensure this is a consideration in their planning unless standing agreements with local Security Forces are in place.
EALs allow installation security forces to vet and conduct required agency checks for individuals visiting their base.  EALs allow them check an entire group prior to an event, helping with the issuing of any passes and gaining access to the installation in less time.  
EALs for Joint Base McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst need to use the following procedures
Submit the attached Multi-Day or Single Day EAL Worksheet to the NJ Wing Administrator at hq@njwg.cap.gov 5-7 business days prior to the start of your event.  Ensure the document is password protected and send the password in a separate email.  DO NOT ANY PERSONAL IDENTIFIABLE INFORMATION UNLESS IT IS PASSWORD PROTECTED.  Coordinate with the NJ Wing Administrator if you elect to use a different secure method to transmit this information.
For access or EALs at installations other than Joint Base McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst, project officers need to check and coordinate with the local Security Forces element on their procedures.
